Beat eggs, gradually beat 1/2 cup sugar into the 
eggs and set aside. Combine remaining sugar, 
cocoa, milk and butter in a pan and cook on low 
heat until sugar is dissolved and butter is melted.  
Remove from heat and add vanilla and salt. Pour 
egg mixture into that. In a bowl, put remaining 
dry ingredients and slowly add the cocoa 
mixture, beating all the while....Fill 30, 2 1/2" 
muffin cups about 1/2 full and bake 20-25                        
mins at 325 degrees. Cool completely and frost 
bottom, top and sides. Then roll them in the 
coconut. Let them stand at room temperature 
until the frosting is firm, then serve or store in a 
container.

CRAFT CUPBOARD

Easy & Beautiful Sun Welcoming Soap 
 
 Melt & pour glycerin soap is easy and fun to 
make. The resulting soaps are beautiful. Maybe I had 
the pleasure of meeting some of you when I sold my 
soaps at the BAPA Yuletide Craft Fair on December 
7, 2002. 

I devised this project to introduce interested 
crafters to soapmaking. The round shape of the soap 
and beautiful golden sparkle color remind me of the 
rebirth of the Sun that we celebrate at this time of 
year. 

 
Ingredients & Supplies:  
Note: All ingredients are available from Jo-Ann stores 
or http://www.joann.com. 
 
3 oz. Soap Expressions Melt & Pour Clear Soap 

(it’s sold in 1 -lb. blocks) 
1 No-Tip 3-D Soap Mold, Egg & Sphere 
1 tsp. Delta Soap Creations Gold Glitter 

Sparkling Accents 
10-15 drops Fields Landing Soap Factory 

Designer Fragrance Oil, Citrus Fantasy 
scent or your choice 

Baby Oil 
Double boiler (or a small pot or large glass 

measuring cup resting on a jar lid 
in a larger pot) Note: the small pot 
should have a spout. 

Bamboo skewer or small spoon (for stirring) 
Pot Holder 
Old towel 
 
 Set water to boil in the bottom part of the 
double boiler (or the larger pot). 

We will be using the “sphere” section of the 
double mold. Lightly oil each half of the sphere with 
baby oil. Fit the two halves of the mold together 
tightly. Note that when fitted together, this mold has a 
notched section (a hole) where you’ll be pouring in the 
soap. Place the mold on the towel with the pour hole 
facing up. 

Place the soap in the top part of the double 
boiler (or in the small pot). Allow to melt completely 
(stir gently with bamboo skewer or spoon for faster 
melting). When the soap is melted, remove the 
container from the double boiler and place on pot 
holder. Add 1 tsp. Gold Glitter. Stir gently (to avoid 
creating bubbles). Add 10-15 drops of fragrance oil. 
Stir. Very carefully, pour the soap into the pour hole 
of the mold. Set container aside and press the mold 
together to make sure the fit is snug. 

Wait several hours to make sure soap has 
cooled completely. Open mold carefully. Makes one 
beautiful, round, sparkling soap.
